4. RUNNING DRY – Unit depends on liquid pumped
for lubrication. DO NOT RUN DRY for more than 30
seconds. Lack of liquid will damage the impeller.

5. NOTICE – Do not pump solvents, thinners, highly
concentrated or organic acids. If corrosive fluids
must be handled consult Jabsco Chemical Resistance
Table (available on request from ITT Jabsco). Pump
life will be prolonged if pump is flushed with water
after each use or after each work day.

6. DUTY – The “Handi-Puppy” is designed for intermit-
tent duty in applications such as: transferring liquids;
draining water heaters and water closets; pumping
water from basements and other applications which
require a few hours of continuous operation.

7. TEMPERATURES – Neoprene 45°F (7.2°C) to
180°F (82.2°C), Nitrile 50°F (10°C) to 180°F
(82.2°C).

8. FREEZING WEATHER – Drain unit by loosening
end cover plate.

DISASSEMBLY

1. Remove end cover screws, end cover and gasket.
2. Withdraw impeller.

DISASSEMBLY (Cont.)
3.  Loosen and remove two slotted hex screws which

attach body to motor.
4. Tap body lightly between ports and remove body

from motor.
5. Remove seal from body cavity.
NOTE: Do not tamper with or disassemble motor.

ASSEMBLY

1. Lubricate seal.  Install in cavity with open side of
seal facing impeller.

2. Lubricate motor shaft and install body on motor.
3. Lubricate impeller bore and aligning flat in impeller

with flat on motor shaft, install impeller.
4. Install gasket, end cover and screws.

BRUSH REPLACEMENT

DISASSEMBLY

1. Remove end cover screws, end cover and gasket.
2. Withdraw impeller.
3. Loosen cam screw and remove cam.*

DISASSEMBLY (Cont.)

4.  Lossen and remove two slotted hex screws which
attach body to motor.

5. Tap body lightly between ports and remove body
from motor.

6. Remove seal from body cavity.
NOTE: Do not tamper with or disassemble motor.

ASSEMBLY

1. Lubricate seal.  Install in cavity with open side of
seal facing impeller.

2. Lubricate motor shaft and install body on motor.
3. Apply a dab of waterproof sealant to top of cam and

reinstall and attach it with cam screw.*
4. Lubricate impeller bore and aligning flat in impeller

with flat on motor shaft, install impeller.
5. Install gasket, end cover and screws.

*Cam removal and reinstallation required only when replacing cam.

BRUSH REPLACEMENT

Replacement brush kit includes 2 each brush and spring
assemblies, brass clips, conical springs, and caps.

Remove old brush assemblies and replace in order
shown above. Make sure curvature on end of brush is
pointed in direction shown.
